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Community Impact of Junior League 
of Greenwich Projects

The JLG continues to effectively provide a positive impact within the surrounding
community. The League strengthened and developed partnerships within the
community and significantly advanced the quantity and quality of teamwork
within the JLG. More than 700 members and the Board worked diligently to
complete five projects and five fundraisers for our community this year. 

Done In A Day 
The Done In A Day committee creates
high-impact projects that can be 
completed in a single day and are
scheduled throughout the year. This
JLG group partnered with six Greenwich
nonprofit organizations and schools on
projects involving a large number of
JLG members. 
◗ The JLG partnered with the Girl Scouts

to collect over 242 crates of food and
$700 for Neighbor-to-Neighbor, providing
food to local residents in need. 

◗ The JLG collected and donated more
than 150 pairs of new pajamas to Kids
in Crisis.

◗ More than seventy children met with 
the Silver Shield police organization and SafeKids representatives at 
a JLG-sponsored event to learn basic safety information. 

◗ The JLG helped make Spring much more special by donating fifty dresses
and coordinating accessories to Greenwich High School girls through
Operation Prom Dress. 

◗ The JLG members hosted a Casino Day at Nathaniel Witherell for Casino
Day where more than sixty seniors enjoyed roulette, blackjack and bingo.

◗ The JLG held a Dinosaur Dig with Boys & Girls Club at The Enchanted Forest
Mad Science event.

Environmental Education
This effective and popular project strives to have a life-long impact by 
educating the entire Greenwich second grade student body in both private
and public schools. Environmental Education teaches precycling, recycling
and resource conservation. 
◗ The JLG spread the message of the 3R’s Reduce, Reuse and Recycle; to

nearly 1,200 students, reaching virtually all second graders in Greenwich. 
◗ The JLG actively participated in America Recycle Day, the town library 

projects, the Greenwich environmental e-mail network, Greenwich Recycling
Advisory Board and Earth Day and Month events. 

JLG members delivering much needed
supplies to Neighbor-to-Neighbor.

Community Impact of Junior League of Greenwich Projects
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Partnership in Education
This hands-on project, in the fifth year of its 
partnership with Hamilton Avenue School, pro-
vides an early literacy program designed to 
help kindergarten and first grade children
develop not only the necessary skills to become
successful readers, but also develop a love for
reading, a quest for knowledge and a greater
educational partnership with their families.
◗ The JLG read to eighty children for 26 weeks,

working to improve reading and test skills.
Every child completed at least eight books. 

◗ The JLG supplemented class book bins and
updated the library. JLG sponsored a visiting artist for a day, providing 
a festive graduation and awarding a brand new book to each student.

Information Exchange
Along with Family Centers, Inc. and representatives of community organizations,
Information Exchange provides forums for residents of the town’s public
housing community. 
◗ The JLG and Family Centers, Inc. presented seven bilingual sessions on a

variety of life skills topics, including School Resources, Banking Assistance,
the World of Work, and Dental Care and Nutrition.

Teen Building/Kids in the Kitchen
A new project for the JLG, Kids in the Kitchen, is a nation-wide AJLI effort to
educate young children about healthy eating and address the problems of obesity. 
◗ The JLG, guest chef Debra Ponzek and guest coach Bill Bogardus partnered

with local Girl Scout troops for Kids in the Kitchen to teach girls the importance
of childhood nutrition and the value of exercise in a fun way.

◗ Turned over Teen Building template program to Boys & Girls Club of Greenwich. 

Other Community Projects
◗ The JLG hosted local seniors at a tea during The Enchanted Forest.
◗ Our provisional classes made gift baskets for Kids In Crisis.

Sarah initiated, led
or participated in 
a dazzling list of
community projects
ranging from
assisting individual
elderly or less fortunate neighbors 
to fundraisers and walks for large 
local and national organizations. She
embodied her school’s value of dedi-
cating one’s life to others, organizing
food drives, collecting 7,000+ pounds
of food for shelters and the homeless
in NYC, even organizing visits to the
city for Midnight Runs to deliver food 
to those living on the streets. She 
refereed for Special Olympics, walked
for breast cancer research, collected
shoes and toys for needy children in
Africa and for local underprivileged
families, and raised funds for hurricane
and tsunami victims. A high point in
her voluntarism was Sacred Heart’s
selection of Sarah to be a Pilgrim
Helper at Lourdes, France where she
worked with mentally and physically
impaired people. This life-changing
experience confirmed her desire to
dedicate her life to others.

KKaatthheerriinnee  WWeesslleeyy,,  
a Greenwich High
School student, 
was the second
recipient. She was
an honors student
and National Honor
Society member
who maintained a
4.0 G.P.A. Katherine
enjoyed sports at
school, playing
soccer and participating in Varsity Indoor
and Varsity Outdoor track, where she was
Freshman Captain. Katherine also sang in
the Concert Choir and was a Peer Mentor.
She was accepted to the Summer
Exploration at Yale program as a tenth
grader. Her contributions to the local
community included Habitat for Humanity,
Christ Church Youth Council, the
Episcopal Relief Development group, and
the Red Cross Youth Council. Katherine
created and implemented a program to
raise money for disasters through various
fundraisers called the Radical Relief
program at the Red Cross, resulting in the
single most successful teen fundraising
program at the local chapter. She has
received a number of awards for her
efforts on behalf of the Red Cross.

Both students were accepted to
attend Wake Forest University, where
they plan to continue searching for
opportunities to serve others, as this
Award exemplifies.

The Junior League of Greenwich presents the annual Community Service Award to a
female high school senior in the town of Greenwich who exemplifies the mission of the
League. Since 1996, this award has been given to a young adult who demonstrates a
substantial commitment to area community service, is involved in extracurricular
activities and maintains a 3.0 minimum grade point average.
