The Junior League of Greenwich is an organization of women committed to promoting voluntarism, developing the potential of women and improving the community through the effective action and leadership of trained volunteers.  Its purpose is exclusively educational and charitable.

The Junior League of Greenwich (JLG) designates a portion of its funds to be awarded to one or more community organizations.  The purpose of the JLG Community Grant Award is to provide financial support to areas of need that are not being met by current JLG projects.  The grant is intended to fund new initiatives or expand programs and services relating to significant community needs, not subsidize existing programs. All submitting organizations need to be tax-exempt entities and should promote voluntarism and provide training and/or education for the community. A list of current projects can be found on the JLG website at www.jlgreenwich.org. The aggregate amount awarded will be up to $5,000. 
The requests will be reviewed and approved by the Junior League of Greenwich Community Council and Board of Directors.  When presented, details on post-grant reporting requirements will be included.
